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Nappy changing procedure

1. Ensure that there are enough nappies, wipes, cotton wool, lotion, water, and creams ready for use in the toilet before changing the child. 

2. Put on a pair of white disposable gloves. 

3. Put on a white apron. 

4. Place child on changing mat and change child’s nappy using wipes, or cotton wool and water depending on what the parent’s preference is for their child. 

5. Place dirty nappy into nappy sack and then into the sangenic bin, turn the lid so the nappy bin is sealed. Close the lid of the nappy bin.

6. Put a clean nappy on to the child from their basket and take the child back to the play area. 

7. Wipe changing mat with disinfectant and blue tissue or green towel. 
8. Take gloves off and wash hands with hand wash. 

9. Write down child’s nappy time immediately after change, writing down s for soil, w for wet and d for dry and your initials beside it. 
10. Repeat each nappy change, washing hands after removing gloves and re- applying gloves, wiping down changing mat with disinfectant spray between each change until every child has been changed, throwing away gloves into sangenic unit. 

11. At the end of all nappy changes make sure all nappies, wipes, cotton wool and nappy creams are put back int the correct child’s basket and use blue roll or green towel and disinfectant to wipe down the changing mat.
